India has the finesl tradition in the world of Master and Disciple relations. A Guru,
like parents, is held in highest esteem.

It has to brighten the whole country. | have
been here twice before alse and | always
felt that it a chance is given to me in this
place, we can really siart Sehaja Yogain a
big way and one day il can becoma a place
of pllgrimage. There are mixad vibrations in
Brighton. You have the sea. Also, the
mother earth here has special significance
bul when something Divine starls emitling
itself, the evil comes ina disguise, accu-
mulates and starts fighting with the Divine
and that's how, |tell mixed vikrations at
Brighton. But on the whale it is a very good
place, where Sahaja Yoga can prosper.

They must have told you aboul Sahaja
Yaga. Sah |s with, Ja is born with you, This
is the Yoga-lhe union you are sesking with
the Divine, that is born with you. It is within
yvou. Everybady has said, *Sesk Him within
yourself. Even christ has said the same,
That means you have lo seek, 1l 15 your
freedom, which cannot be challenged. You
have to ask for it, e.g. if God could, at this
stage of human awareness, transform you lo
higher awareness, without your coming into
that play, he would have done it long time
back, Buthe cannol. You have to choose
Divine in your own freedom.

You are seeking, definitely. Paihaps you
do not know what you are sesking. Bul one
thing is definite. You are nat salisfied with
things as they are. Thereis something be.
yond which you have o seek, There is some
thing beyond, no doubt, which has been
told to you by all the prophets, by all the
scriptures, by all the incarnations who came
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on this earth. It has been promised also
that you will be judged one day. But the first
judgment will be your own. You yourself will
decide whether you are seeking the Divine
or some frivolous thing. If you are seeking
the Reality & the Truth, then only you are
going to be chosen, then only you are going
to be the citizen of God's Kingdom.

Now, let's see who isthis God & what
am | talking aboul. In the beginning, it was
just a Silence, complete Silence. And out of
the Silence, when It awakened, the Silepce
was awakened. The Silence is called
"PARA BRAHMA". | am sorry, | have to
use Sanskrit language; it does not mean it
is something Hindu. These ideas you must
getrid of. In India psople have maditated
much more. They did not have to fight the
Nature, like we had to fight today, while
coming to this hall. The atmosphere is so
nice & warm there. People could sit and
medilate under a trae. They did not have to
fight the Nature so much. They had a lona
lime to meditate. In their meditations they
have found a lotof things for which they
have used Sanskrit language. So, this PARA
BRAHMA or youcan say, the ABSOLUTE
SILENCE was awakened, got awakened be-
cause it itself got awakened; like we sleap
and wea getawakned. And then the SILENCE
became what you ¢all SADASHIVA. When
It was awakened or when this SADASHIVA
started breaking in the sense that|T wan-
ted, IT desired to create. Aswe say, that
the morning sun s breaking through the
dawn; In the same way when this desire
started manifesting, the desire becames HIS
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power and gol separated Now, whalever |
say is just a story for you; you need not be-
lieve it but | will reach a point which you can
believe into and then step by step you can
believe into this theory, This is just a hypot-
hesis for you. So, usewhenthis desirebecame:
a power, this power was called SHAKTI
or MAHASHAKT] or ADISHAKTI, means
PRIMORDIAL POWER. This PRIMORDIAL
POWER assumed a personality and entity;
it had o, if it had to act. If you have onlya
desire in your heart, it is no good. We have
to transform itinto some form, otherwise
the desira will rise and fall. So, this desire
gol into a form, we can say, into an entily,
which we call in the Bible, the Holy Ghost &
in the Sanskril language—ADISHAKTI,
This desire then created oul of ilseli two
more powers-ons to act and the other fo
improve upon its own creation. So, lhree
powers started acting and thus these three
powers were creatad. Now, as we know that
people have not talked much about the Holy
Ghost in the Bible. Many scriptures (hat
have talked aboul the FATHER have not
been able to talk about the Holy Ghost
specially, when Christ's mother herself was
an inearpation of Hely Ghosl; he did nol
| want to endanger HER life. He did not even
say that She was the incarnation of Holy
Ghost, because if they had crucified HER,
he would have come out with his own des-
tructive powers. But, the drama was lo bhe
played and SHE remained a silent person.
Mow, this Holy Ghost is Importani for us,
because Father is just @ wilness. He is wit-
nassing the play, the game that the Holy
Ghost is playing. Hs is going to enjoy HER
¢ greation. He is the only witness of thal game
and SHE is trying o please HIM by creating
this because it was'HIS desire (o create. So,
SHE created with thess forces, that we have
got, which are called: the first ane—the
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DESIRE (MAHAKALLI), the second one—the
ACTION (MAHASARSWATI), and the
third—the SUSTENANCE or you call it—the
EVOLUTION (MAHALAKSHMI). These 3
powers acted to create us—human beings.
Here, we have reached this stage. when we
can talk about this. Even at lhe time of
Christ, one could not talk of the Hely Ghost.
What could we do with these fisherman 7'
Just tell me, how could you tell them about
these things ? That was just @ preparalory
thing but you know, what a mess they have
done; Quile a mess is there, and people
can't undersiand those who call themsalves
religious. How could they be fanalic 7 Fan-
ticism and religion are at dagger's ends.
They can't be one thing. You can gee now
in lran, Anywherse you <can see;, where
people are fanalics how irreliglous they are,
because religion is LOVE. GOD is LOVE
and none of thase “religious people" have
expressed that love ina way it should be
expressed, nor have they laken up the work
of seeking God. Bul other things they are
doing like philanthropic work, collecling
funds, having a jumbo sale etc. Thal's not
the job of a person seeking God. Under
these circumstances, when we are face to
face with people who have organised religion
or disorganised religion and fake people
we really get absolutely frustrated. We pet
flabbergasted and we do not know what we
are to do because we are born seskers. We
might have made mistakes In sseking but we
are definitely seekers. |f you were nol
seekers you would have been happy allen-
ding a dinner or a ball somewhera. But, no.
There is something beyond, something that
is promised, something that you feel, the
existence of which you are aware of but you
have sa far not reached the source. That
Is why you are seeling.
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Now, there are 3 powers within us. On
the left hand side is your love, |s your powar
of desiring, by which we desire, by which

we express our emolions; and when this
' desire is no more left in us in the sense that
when this power disappears within us, then
we also disappear.

in the centre is the spirit, whichis the
reflection of the Father God or Witness God,
who is within us In our heart. On tha right
hand side |s our power of action. These 3
powsrs have created like a curtaln belween
our attention and between HIM, This curtain
exists inithe VOID ® i is sustained by our
liver and that's how the 3 curtalns keep us
away from that spirit, We cannot see that
spirit, nor can we feslil. We cannot mani-
fest it. We know that there is someone who

' knows. In Gita, ilis called (335 "KSHETRA-

GYA" whe'isthe knowerof the field. Seo,
we know thal, there Is a knower and the
knower knows all aboul you, is tape recor-
ding all that you have been doing, your
saeking, your mistakes, your turbulence; all
kinds of things you have done, And that tape
recorder is placed down below there in the
triangular bone and is called the KUNDA-
LiNl, This is the residual enargy of our
desire, maans when the whole universe was
created, this energy of desire, the ADI-
SHAKTI, after creating the whols, SHE
remains whole, as SHE is complete, ltis
very easy to understand; you can say-suppo-
ging there is ligh! here and film here. The
whole film is reflected bul the film is intact,
In the same way after projecting itself, what
ever remains is this rasidual en=rgy, Is this
KUNDALINL It means lhat you are the
completa projsction of that KUNDALINI,
that power, thal is desire pawsar whir.h'mani-
fests in two powers—ihe right side power—
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which [z called the power of action and the
central power which you have achleved up
to a point end the restis avoid, as the power
which is responsible for your evolution from
amoeba lo this stage.

We should ask a question, "Why did we
bacome human beings—from amoeba ta this
stag= 7" Supposing | have some bolts, nuts,
efz. & | gathar them together. Then, anybody
can ask me, “"Why are you doing this 7" |
will say, 'l am making a microphone." But
evan, this microphone has a thread, here. It
has to be put to the mains. Unless and
until it is put to the mains, it is nol going to
work. This is what we have got—ihese
3 powers and the residual power which is
the desire power, which is jusi sitting down
there, which is going ta desire your rabirth,
{She is your own mother and when she
desires it, she comes into action anly when
she seas an authorify—some one who has
powar to raise Her, who loves the same way
as she loves you, then only sha rises. Not by
any 'lricka_;b',rstandlng on your head or doing
some exarclée or beafing people or doing
all sorts of things, they have devised now.
It is a spontaneous thing—SAHAJA. Spon-
taneously it rises. | mean, supposing now
somebody comes fo me & says, “Can you

guaraniee that my KUNDALINI will be
awakaned 7" | would say, “No, Sir. |am
sorry. may be, may not be'. If you don't

argue, too much, then it will. Why? What
happens wilh arguments ?

I must te'l what happens with argument.
| don’t mean you should nol argue. You
must; bacause, | know you have a problem.
You are too identified with arguments;
Doesn't maller. But when you argue, you
use this power which is on the right hand

sida. By thinking, what happens? you create
that yellow siuff thers and that yellow stuff
in commaon words is Mr. EGD. And when
you think, this ego rises like that and goes
an pressing lhe olher nne-ngiﬁ_E_Gg,
which comes from your conditionings. So
this EGO, when it sils on this one Tike that
how are we lo raise the KUNDALINI, be-
cavse then lhere Is no place, no space lefl.
It has to be balanced like that. So by argu-
ments; | cannot raise the KUNDALINL
That's why | say, "'Let me see about it. Do
nol argue just now'. Buf, then people
don't like it. You see, they feel challenged.
So, | say, ''Go ahead!'. But what happens
when you argue, the thoughls go on press-
ing you and that is why you cannot do it by
arguments or by reading a book,

You cannot payfor it. [t is absolutely
impossible lo pay for it. God doesn'l have
a shop. No, He doesn’t know shopping nor
can you organise HIM. We cannot organise
God. HE has to organise us. So, any sort
of an organised thing can not work it out.

It is absolutely like sprouting of a seed,
You just put It In the soil and pul some
water.: As | say | put some water of LOVE,
| give you some water of LOVE, then 0t
sproutfs by itself. You have a seed, you have
a sprout inside (Plimule) and everything is
ready. It has to happen. By gstting angry
it does not work out By anything that you
can do, you cannot work it oul. You have
to be effortless. You cannot put any elort
for sprouting a seed. You can't even lrans-
forma single flower into a fruit, Actually
we do not do much. What ve do is dead,
Whatever is dead wa changs into ancther,
then we change into another. That's all
We have done nothing living. This Isiliv}ng

process and all living processesare achlevad
through sponteneity.

So, spontanecusly it rises. [tiouches
your SAHASTRARA and you start getting
a cocl breeze in your hand. Apart from the
Indian Secripiures, where it is described as
{ﬂ?ﬁt&}'}i : qﬁ"m'q:] SALEELAM-SALEELAM,
i.e. this cool breeze comes on you Jike a
wave, in the Bible also you have read il as
the coal breezre So, the whole power is the
power of dasire which has manifested info
3 powers of ADISHAKTI-as the cool
breeze and it is all pervading and when this
KUNDALINI rises it passes through those
centres and touches them. These centres
are the subtle centres below our plexuses
which wa know in our medical science as the
plexuses we have got within oursalves. And
then you BECOME SELF-REALIZED .

| cannol give a leclure on that &r brain
wash you, you become COLLECTIVELY
CONSCIOUS. It's actualization, that we
should seek. [t has to! HAPPEN within you,
so that you become that. [i (s not by bran-
ding anybody thal you ara a SAHAJA YOGI.
It cannot be done like that. A SAHAJA
YOGI has to get the real baptism. His
fontanel bBone has {o become soll and his
KUNDALINI HAS TO plerce it, then anly he
is a SAHAJA YOGL

You cannot have membership, you can-
not have anyting like that. Ilis so spon-
taneous and it it has not happened within
you, then you ar2nola Sahaja Yog'. Till
ithas happenad. you ara stll seeking. But
Ittakes a split of & second in p=ople; ke
children. Il can lake quiza lolef timein
some peoile, who have harmed themselves.
Actually in this country (U.K.) I've seen
thal thare arz very beauotliful peaple barn,
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genuine, honest and humble. Very greal
seekers of old times are blessed to be born
here and also in America, But they became
impatient and in there impatience, they have
tried to destroy themselves. And thatis
how you have spoiled those psychosomatic
centres. In these centires, there will be
problem for ashorttime, but you haveto
have it, You ara born forit. This is the

evolution which has to take place. You have
to know your SELF. You must get IT.

But the way iz not demanding, but asking
forit. "Blessed are those who are mesk" has
already besn said. That meskness and not
your arragance is needed. [f you sit on my
head and say, "Give us realization". Then, |
should say, that| am not the one whois
giving, bul it's you wha is receiving it. Like
the river Ganga which flows; if you throw
slones at her, you cannol gel waler ocul of
her. You have fo lake a pilcher, a hollow
pltcher and dip it inside her. I will fill up
by flself, Soit is your own asking which
receives fulfilment and you have lo find out
that fulfilment. Without that you cannot be
happy.

Wa hava Sahaja Yogls in London of
course, and we are progressig with lhe pace
of anant. The reason is reality. You seeall
other organisations spread because, you pay
the money and become some great ministar
of state there, something like that. Then
you wear a lockel and become the great
disciple of a great fake guru or something
like that, It is very easy to do that, Is'nt it ?
But to become a Sahaja Yogi, you have lo
face yours:|f, you have to sez yourself and
then the beauly when [t dawns upon
you; you can see that it is the TRUTH, thal
you have lo recejve and | hava to give.
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You should not feel obliged because thal
is My Job. You can say that | am paid for
that. Giving you realization is My Own Job.
| have to do it. Your job s lo take it be-
cause that is what you are hera for. Itis no
question of any cbligatien. It's LOVE, just
LOVE. | have to love you and you have to
receive that love from me. It just flows, it
just emits,

l-am just telling you how to receive it, but
our hu_mﬂn love, you see, |s sp aggrassive
that we cannot understand anyone who says,
“l'love you'". We runaway 'You love me,
then I'd belter run away', because love
means possession. Human love means
domination; is aggressive but this love is
just LOVE, that soothes you, which raisss
you to a new awareness, by which you feel
on your fingers the complete enlighten-
ment and your hands can tell you what
cenires are catching In you and in others.

There are so many blessings of Sahaja
Yaga, which | am going to tell you in semi-
nar and perhaps all these Sahaja Yogis can
tell you also.

| don't know what are your problems. |
would like to talk to you if thera are any
problems or guestions but not too long.
Because Sahaja Yoogls ge! guite worrled
about it. The reason is that firstly they have
all asked me questions quite a lot and they
will be gquite ashamed to remember that.
Secondly, they feel exciled, that why are you
not getting your realization instead why are
you asking questions ? You should better
have it, is in your hands and thirdly, they
find sometime you are asking questions of
no value lo yourselves or to anyone.



So, one thing you should remember that
there is nothing selling here. You have not
to PAY for it. It's somethihg thal's just
flowing. It is something; no one knows of
really in this Werld. Just flowing, somathing
beautiful. H you have somewhere seen a
beautiful scene, you |just watch it. I with
that attitude you come, just toc open your
eyes to/il. Open your eyes—it's called UN-
MESH (3757) means open your eyes to
that beauty that is your SELF. For this you
should be ready and there should be no
doubts about it becauss they are not
worth it.  But still, if you have any doubt; |
will like to attend to them definitely, More-
over, sometime we gel vary good quastions. |
have seen that some people ask really good

guestions and give me the idea of as lo whal
is the problem. So that will also be welcome.
But do not sit down with the attitude of
doubting Toms, that is alse one thing.
Sahaja Yoga is a very big subject and it is
rather difficult to explain whole of it. Itis
by which you gel your physical, mental,
emotional and spiritual integration because
all the centres come into play and brings
enlightenment into all the four aspects of
your life; into the lolalily so thal you feel your
wholesomeness In collective consciousneass.
It is quite complicated sentence | have said
in short, bul if you have any preblem about

it, you can ask me withoul fear. | am your
Mother.
